C 9 Truly, your salvation is very near to those who fear you, 
that your glory may dwell in our land. 

L 10 Steadfast love and faithfulness have met together;

C 11 Faithfulness shall spring up from the earth, 
and righteousness shall look down from heaven. 

L 12 The Lord will indeed grant prosperity,  
and our land will yield its increase.
